	Literacy
This half term we will be focusing on the texts ‘The proudest Blue’ and ‘Katie and the Sunflowers’.   We will continue to learn how to write sentences to form paragraphs using the texts as a basis to our writing and we will be learning what similes are as well as consolidating our learning of adjectives and nouns. 
Phonics
Reception:
This half term we will continue Phase 3 phonics which is where the children will be learning the rest of the digraphs that create sounds, these are two letters that join together to make a specific sound, for example ‘sh’. It is really important you read as often as possible with your child so they can progress through their book bands and practice reading books that match their phonic ability, if your child has not been reading regularly they will be struggling to remember the digraphs that are being taught. 

Year 1:
Year 1 will be continuing with phase 5 so they are as prepared as possible for the phonics screening in June. All pupils in year 1 need to be reading as often as possible to give them the best chance to achieve age related expectations in reading. 
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	Maths

In Year 1 this half term we will be focusing on numbers to 100 as well as learning that half of an object, shape or quantity is one of two equal parts. We will learn to count in multiples of 2s , 5s and 10s. We will also learn what an array is and how we can use an array to count accurately and use them to help us with the concept of multiplying. 
In reception we will be working with numbers up to and beyond 20 as well as sharing and grouping objects.

	
	RE

This half term our RE focus is ‘What Made Jesus Special?’ this will be being taught by the PGCE  student Miss McBrine who is with us until the week before we break up for Easter. 

	PE/Physical Development
This half term Year 1 will have PE with the rest of year 1 and the year 2 pupils taught by coach Ryan from Fleetwood Town football club on a Monday afternoon whilst reception pupils are in the forest.

Miss Gemma will then teach another PE session to the whole of Ash class on a Friday afternoon. 

	Science/History/Geography/Computing

EYFS: Understanding the World
In Science we will be learning all about garden plants and different types of trees, some of this learning will take place in the forest during our Science lessons. 
In History we will be studying significant people in History and we will be learning about Mary Seacole and Florence Nightingale.  
In Computing Year 1 will create an animated story on purple mash with Miss Gemma on a Friday morning. 

	Forest School
Forest School sessions will be on a Monday afternoon for Reception pupils each week.  Please ensure your child has forest clothes and wellingtons in school
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	Homework
The home learning menu for your child is attached to this newsletter. These are activities linking to all areas of learning this half term and have been chosen as a fun home/school link. 

	PSHE

This half term Miss Gemma will teach PSHE to reception pupils on a Friday and Year 1 will have their session on a Thursday afternoon, this is so the pupils get the appropriate sessions for their age group.  Both year groups will be learning about how to keep our body healthy through good life choices, eating healthily and also personal and oral hygiene. 

	Art/DT/Music

EYFS: Expressive Arts and Design

 In Art we will be looking at digital media by using purple mash to create a selection of images using different brushes, effects and colours.  
In Music Miss Gemma will be using the Charanga scheme of music ‘my Imagination’ where they will focus on pitch, beat and pulse of different genre’s of music. They will have opportunity to use glockenspiels and sing. 
	EYFS: Communication and Language

Participate in small group, class and one-to-one discussions, offering their own ideas, using recently introduced vocabulary; ​ Offer explanations for why things might happen, making use of recently introduced vocabulary from stories, non-fiction, rhymes and poems when appropriate; ​ Express their ideas and feelings about their experiences using full sentences, including accurate use of past, present and future tenses and making use of conjunctions, with modelling and support from their teacher.

	
	
	Areas of Provision

The reception pupils will have access to the areas of provision both inside and out all day each day and will complete small adult led activities. There will be challenges and enhancements in the areas and there will always be a mixture of free play and adult initiated tasks. 

Year 1 will have opportunities throughout the day to use the areas of provision but they will have more focused tasks to complete within them.

Some of the areas will be changed daily (creative, maths, literacy, water tray) and some will be the same but will have enhancements through adult questioning/set tasks to complete. It is equally important for children to use some of the areas freely to develop their own imagination and work with their peers.
