Stories by the same author
The children will listen to and discuss stories by Julia Donaldson.  The children will make predictions and use drama techniques to retell the stories.  Children will explore the features of Julia Donaldson’s stories.
Non-chronological Reports

The children will be taught how to use the features of reports to write their own.

Phonics/Spelling

The children will continue to develop their phonics and spelling knowledge.  Year 2 will continue to follow No Nonsense Spelling scheme whilst Year 1 get to grips with Phase 5 phonics.

What does the word ‘explorer’ mean? What does an explorer do, and what tools, equipment and essential items might they need for their journey? Are there any famous explorers that used similar equipment?
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	Computing
The children will be looking at how the program a vehicle to negotiate a route.

Yoga/
PE lessons will be on Mondays and Thursdays.  If your child wears earrings please ensure they are removed for the said days.  If your child can remove their own prior to the lesson this is acceptable.
