Persuasive text
We will use the story ‘When The Crayons Quit’ as a stimulus to write a persuasive letter.  We will look at the language and features of persuasive text and use them in our own writing.  
Stories with Familiar Settings
The children will be looking at the story Farmer Duck, to help them write a story based on a farm.
Phonics/Spelling

The children will continue to develop their phonics and spelling knowledge.  Year 2 will continue to follow No Nonsense Spelling scheme whilst Year 1 get to grips with Phase 5 phonics.
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	Maths

This half term we will be comparing measurement using symbols < > =. We will be solving additions and subtractions using the number line method. The children will develop their understanding of fractions.
We will also begin telling the time to 5 minute intervals. We will also begin to look at direction and position.

Further to this the children will completing a range of practical activities looking at measuring mass and capacity.

Easter Celebrating New Life and New Beginnings
Children will reflect upon the miracles of nature and new life during springtime. We will listen to, retell and reflect on the Easter story making links between the transformation of plants and animals to develop an understanding of the resurrection.
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	Science
Plant Growth
In this unit, children will be observing and recording how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants.  They will find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy together with investigating how changing these affects the plant.
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	Computing
The children will be using the work in Maths looking at position and direction to continue looking at how to program a vehicle to negotiate a route.
