Building Boy
The children have been writing a whole class story based on ‘The Building Boy’ by Ross Montgomery.  They will finish the class story then move onto their own version.
Classic Poems
We will look at Classic Poetry and choose one or two to learn by heart.  We will learn how to perform the poem to an audience. 
Animal Adventure Stories
The class will be looking at The Wind in the Willows, to help develop a range of reading and writing skills.
Phonics/Spelling

The children will continue to develop their phonics and spelling knowledge.  Year 2 will continue to follow No Nonsense Spelling scheme whilst Year 1 get to grips with Phase 5 phonics.

This half term the children will continue to develop their understanding of place value in the context of statistics.  The children will apply their place value knowledge to add and subtract two, two digit numbers.
They will continue to develop their understanding of fractions.

The children will also continue to develop their understanding of time, using this in a range of real life situations.
In addition they will further develop their knowledge of shape and direction.
